Cooperation Memorandum on Use of Hudec
Memorial Hall in Cooperation

Cooperation partners:

Shanghai Changning District Education Bureau
Association of Hungarian Architects

L. Purpose of cooperation

To protect the former residence of Hungarian Slovakian master architect Mr.
Laszlo Hudec in Shanghai during 1931 to 1937 and commemorate his contributions
to the architecture in Shanghai, enhance the friendship between China and Hungary,
promote the friendly exchange and cooperation of both parties on architecture and
design with substantial projects and carriers, carry on and develop excellent
architectural design concepts, and build up a platform for exchange, demonstration,
training and business development by international and advanced architecture
designers, both parties have reached this memorandum on cooperation in the
principle of “being voluntary, friendly and mutual benefiting”,

[1. Subject of cooperation

The memorial hall as described in this memorandum shall be limited only to the
sitting room space of the ground floor of the residence at 129 Panyu Road,
Changning District, not including other space and facilities in Hudec’s former
residence.

[1I. Term of cooperation

The cooperation term of this memorandum shall be three complete years,
starting from the date of signature.

After expiration of cooperation, separate consultation can be conducted in a
friendly manner.

Any dispute arising during cooperation period shall be solved by both parties
through equal and friendly consultation.

[V. Form of cooperation

I. Association of Hungarian Architects, with its architectural specialty and

advantageous position of mastering rich files about Mr. Hudec, shall provide free of

charge the property owner and construction contractor of the project with a detailed
indoor design for Hudec Memorial Hall and a multimedia information platform
required for long-term exhibition of this hall on multimedia machine as well as the
technical support and upgrading required by this information platform. The
intellectual property rights of this information platform shall be owned by the
Association of’ Hungarian Architects; Changning District Education Bureau shall
have the right to use this information platform free of charge on a long-term basis.

2. As the property owner, Changning District Education Bureau entrusts
Shanghai Dajun Property Development Co. Ltd. to take charge of the construction
and management of this project, and Shanghai Dajun Property Development Co. Ltd.
shall, according to the design and exhibition plan provided by Association of
Hungarian Architects, and after obtaining approval by relevant authority in China,
jointly invest with Changning District Education Bureau to build Hudec Memorial
Hall, and provide the multimedia machines and equipment in the memorial hall.

3. The relevant exhibition content in Hudec Memorial Hall and the information
to be released by both Chinese and foreign partners via the multimedia information
platform, shall be subject to approval by relevant Chinese authorities such as
department in charge of culture. All events and activities to be conducted at Hudec
Memorial Hall shall conform to the laws and regulations of China and must not
violate public order and moral of society.

4. With Hudec Memorial Hall as a carrier, both Chinese and Hungarian partners
shall organize professionals in Chinese and foreign architectural field, including
associations of architects, professional institutes and schools, architectural design
enterprises and architectural management officials, to establish an extensive exchange
platform on architectural design and new processes and materials in multiple
languages and via various channels, to better carry on the architectural design concept
and design style of Hudec, and develop it with innovation. The main forms shall be
but not limited to the following:

(1) Exhibiting the files of Mr. Hudec of his lifetime, relevant files of his
architectural design works, and relevant memorial articles and files.

(2) Inviting known architects of all countries to the memorial hall to conduct
lectures and relevant academic activities on a scheduled basis.

(3) Organizing domestic and international architectural works competition and
appraisals as backed by Hudec Memorial Hall and the international influence of Mr.
Hudec.

(4) Holding exhibitions on architectural design and new processes.
