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Judit Gerencsér:

Out of the independent designs of Judit Gerencsér the Secondary Grammar School and Sports Hall of Makó stands out as the most grandiose building, reflecting the architect’s talent, firm hand, defined form creating ability and deep creativity. The buildings designed demonstrate her courageous and free personality and remarkable gift. As a recognition of her professional excellence, lifetime achievement and humane behaviour she is awarded the Miklós Ybl Prize.

János Jánosi:
For his paramount and exemplary architectural work implemented not only in building design, urban planning and interior design, but also during the performance of his tasks as a Chief Architect and in the field of education and publication, János Jánosi deservedly earned this prestigious architectural prize.


András Kováts:
András Kováts is awarded the Miklós Ybl Prize as a recognition of the work carried out in public building design, teaching, management and of his role fulfilled in the professional community. The public buildings designed by András Kováts are elegant and of high quality, especially the buildings of the Dénes Kemény Swimming Hall in Miskolc and the Kölcsey Centre in Debrecen. He is an outstanding architect; the creator of several award-winning designs submitted in national design competitions and also actively participates in the professional education of the youth 

Péter Pottyondy:

He is worthily awarded the Miklós Ybl Prize for his work in the conservation of Hungary’s architectural heritage, in the fields of culture, religion, sports and education and for the design, renovation and reconstruction work in other significant public buildings such as the Budapest Sports Arena, the Castle Garden Bazaar, the Dorottya Palace and the Kindergarten located in the second district of Budapest at 140 Fillér Street.

Ferenc Potzner:
Ferenc Potzner is awarded the Ybl Prize as a recognition of his devoted work invested in the conservation of the architectural heritage of the capital, Budapest, in the reconstruction design of culturally significant public buildings such as the Music Academy, the Fejér County Archives and the Castle Garden Bazaar, furthermore as a recognition of his remarkable architectural creative activities. 



Tihamér Szalay:

Tihamér Szalay’s work is versatile; he creates with steady hands in the design of the renovation of national monuments, embassy buildings, public buildings and apartment buildings. His work is wide-ranging and is always characterised by the consideration of the distinctive atmosphere of the location, the demonstration of the existing values and the unique and diverse implementation of modern architecture. He is awarded the Ybl Prize for the decades of high-quality work in architecture.


György Szegő:

György Szegő’s versatile work is extraordinary and fills a gap in gaining social recognition for the profession of architecture. As Editor-in-Chief at the periodical called “Hungarian Architecture” he set the mission to disseminate knowledge about the intersection areas of art and science. György Szegő is awarded the Ybl Prize for his creative and design work, architectural and interior design performance and his publicist activities in architectural theory. 


Imre Szuromi:

The majority of the lifework of Imre Szuromi is related to Szentendre and greatly has contributed to the present image of the city. Considering the four decades of relentless professional commitment and professionalism, the intuitive richness of the designed buildings Imre Szuromi is deservedly awarded the Miklós Ybl Prize. 


Endre Szűcs:

Endre Szűcs is awarded the Ybl Prize for his exceptional work carried out in the revival of the traditional architecture of the Balaton Uplands, in the documentation and conservation of primarily the folk architectural heritage in the field of historic preservation and the work completed in the research of the world famous glass works of the 19th 20th century Hungarian architecture.
